To meet the need for experts in these fields, 
the Institute of Intercultural Psychology and Education launched its first ma Programme of Intercultural Psychology and Education in 2009. 
From September, 2013, the Programme has been offered in English, as well. From 2017 the programme will run under the title Social Integration master 
Programme. The Programme provides students with knowledge about the multifaceted nature of intercultural issues and multi/interculturalism by 
means of a multidisciplinary approach, which includes anthropology, sociology, psychology and education. Courses are based on latest researches in 
relevant fields, and students are given opportunities to test and apply their theoretical knowledge in practical situations. The Programme prepares 
students to understand, and effectively work with, culturally diverse populations in different institutions and in different settings, ranging from small 
communities to multinational corporations.
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
